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DRAFT PCWA POLICY FOR THE MANAGEMENT OF CULTURAL RESOURCES

RESOLUTION NO. 09-___ OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE PLACER COUNTY WATER AGENCY APPROVING A POLICY FOR THE MANAGEMENT OF CULTURAL RESOURCES


WHEREAS, PCWA regularly undertakes maintenance and operations associated with water supply and hydropower generation activities as well as capital improvement projects on PCWA owned land, publicly owned land, and private property; and


WHEREAS, cultural resources including Native American sites, historic sites, and artifacts may be present on these lands; and


WHEREAS, during the course of these activities, PCWA employees, agents, or contractors may encounter these cultural resources; and 


WHEREAS, in the case of capital improvement projects, outside of the normal maintenance and operation of facilities, PCWA, as a public agency, is bound by California Environmental Quality Act and would take the necessary steps ahead of construction to identify and manage these resources; and  


WHEREAS, when capital improvement projects occur on federal lands, National Environmental Policy Act would be followed to identify and manage these resources; and


WHEREAS, the PCWA Board of Directors recognizes that cultural resources are a part of the heritage and cultural diversity of Placer County; and


NOW, THEREFORE, LET IT BE RESOLVED by the Board of Director of the Placer County Water Agency that:
· PCWA will provide training to its employees regarding the basic identification and protection of cultural resources during the course of normal operation and maintenance activities and educate them concerning the laws protecting cultural resources.
· Upon any discovery of a possible cultural resource, the PCWA employee will take all prudent efforts to limit further disturbance of the resource and immediately notify PCWA management of the discovery.  
· If the discovery is located on PCWA lands, then PCWA will provide a qualified archaeologist to conduct an assessment of the discovery.   If the discovery appears to be related to Native American activity, then PCWA will immediately notify Native American Tribes in the region.  If the discovery is on state or federal land, then PCWA will notify the appropriate land manager.
· To the extent feasible, PCWA will maintain confidentiality regarding the location of discovered cultural resources.
· PCWA will advise its agents and subcontractors of this policy and require all its agents and contractors to comply with it.
