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Draft Meeting Summary

Placer County Water Agency (PCWA) hosted a stakeholder meeting for the Middle Fork American River Project (MFP).  The key agenda items for this meeting included an overview of the relicensing process milestones and Pre-Application Document (PAD), approval of Technical Study Plans (TSPs), and updates on 2007 field data collection activities.  A handout packet containing copies of the meeting presentation materials (referenced by handout number) was provided to the meeting participants. 

Meeting Summary

The meeting summary is organized by agenda item.  Each agenda item includes a brief overview of the agenda topic followed by a summary of key decisions or action items, if any.

Introductions/Review Agenda
The meeting was opened with a round of introductions and review of the agenda (Handout No. 1).  

Administrative Issues and Announcements 

The following summarizes a number of MFP relicensing administrative issues and announcements. 

· February 5, 2007 Meeting Summary, (Handout No. 2):  Clarification in the February 5, 2007 Meeting Summary was requested regarding the name of the Communication and Participation Protocols.  Pending this revision, the Meeting Summary was accepted.
· Action Item Summary (Handout No. 3):  Entrix reviewed progress on the Action items from February 5.  The following topics were raised by the Plenary to be discussed in the near future.
· Key operations discussion
· Status of proposed Project betterments
· Review of Communication and Participation Protocols
· FERC Visit:  PCWA provided a brief overview a discussion that was held with Jim Fargo (FERC) and requested that the Plenary identify key questions or issues it would like to discuss with Mr. Fargo.  PCWA anticipates Mr. Fargo would be available for a meeting during late summer or early fall.
· Cross-Cutting Issues:  Entrix provided an overview of a matrix describing the cross-cutting issues between resource disciplines (aquatics, recreation, etc.).  This matrix will be maintained for the administrative record.
· 2007 Meetings Schedule:  It is anticipated that a Plenary meeting will be held monthly to accommodate ongoing approvals of TSPs.  Three field visits are anticipated for this summer/fall.  An Aquatics transect selection site visit will be held from August 6 through 17, 2007.  High elevation and betterments tours also will be scheduled for the fall.
· Use of Relicensing Website Calendar:  Stakeholders are encouraged to refer to http://relicensing.pcwa.net for the latest update on meetings, under Master Schedule.  Also, documents will now be posted in Microsoft Word, as per stakeholder request,
Relicensing Overview and PAD
· The technical coordinators presented overviews to the Plenary regarding the PAD and TSP development schedules.  The Plenary provided some comments regarding PAD formatting and presentation.
TSP Approval
The following TSPs were approved by the Plenary:  
· AQ1 – Instream Flow
· AQ2 – Fish Population
· AQ4 – Water Temperature
· AQ11 – Water Quality
· AQ12 – Special-status Amphibian & Aquatic Reptiles
· REC5 – Visual Quality Assessment
Placeholders are contained within select TSPs and will be completed prior to submitting the TSPs in the PAD.  Some minor revisions/additions to the TSPs were provided by the Plenary and will be incorporated prior to submitting the TSPs in the PAD.
2007 Field Data Collection Activities
The Resource Agencies will be regularly updated regarding the specific field data collection activities that are occurring during 2007.  REC1 vehicle counts are anticipated to begin on Memorial Day weekend and the REC1 TSP will be approved at the Plenary level via email.
Following a question from the Plenary, PCWA stated that Project hydrology has been developed and a report containing the methods and results of that development will be distributed to the TWGs in the near future.
