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Draft Meeting Summary

Placer County Water Agency (PCWA) hosted a stakeholder meeting for the Middle Fork American River Project (MFP).  The key agenda items for this meeting included an update on the proposed Project Betterments and presentation of changes made to Project Tables and Maps, and Technical Study Plans.  A handout packet containing copies of the meeting presentation materials (referenced by handout number) was provided to the meeting participants. 

Meeting Summary

The meeting summary is organized by agenda item.  Each agenda item includes a brief overview of the agenda topic followed by a summary of key decisions or action items, if any.

Introductions/Review Agenda
The meeting was opened with a round of introductions and review of the agenda (Handout No. 1).  

Administrative Issues and Announcements 

The following summarizes a number of MFP relicensing administrative issues and announcements. 

· September 4, 2007 Meeting Summary, (Handout No. 1A):  The Draft Meeting Summary was accepted without comment.
· The group agreed to continue with the meeting pattern of the first Monday and Tuesday of each month for 2008 Plenary and/or Technical Working Group meetings. 
Presentation of Middle Fork Project Betterments
J. Robinson (ENTRIX) presented information on MFP Betterments that will be carried forward in the Pre-Application Document and future analyses.  Previous betterments that have been removed from consideration were highlighted and the reasoning for removing those betterments was presented.  More detailed information was presented on the three betterments (Hell Hole Reservoir Seasonal Storage Increase, French Meadows Powerhouse Capacity Upgrade, Ralston Powerhouse Capacity Upgrade) that will be evaluated further.  A copy of the presentation (Handout No. 2) was distributed with the meeting materials.
Updated Project and Betterments Tables
Some minor revisions to the Project Facilities and Betterment Tables and Maps associated with the Technical Study Plans (Handout No. 3) were identified during the last Plenary Meeting.  E. Bianchi briefly described these revisions, which primarily were the result of changes to Project Betterments, the addition of Snow Course information, and the addition of one sediment disposal site.    The Plenary had a short discussion regarding these modifications and approved the changes.  
Minor Technical Study Plan Modifications
Minor changes were made to several Plenary-approved Technical Study Plans (Handout No. 4).  These changes primarily were associated with: (1) changes in Project Betterment descriptions; (2) minor edits to text and tables; (3) finalization of the instream flow study transect locations; and (4) updates to the schedule.  Due to the extent of the modifications to the description on the Project Betterments, the Plenary requested that the Technical Study Plans be re-circulated for final review and approval by Plenary and Technical Working Group members.  PCWA agreed to re-circulate the plans for a two week review period.
