· Erosion and sedimentation from roads, particularly along FR-2 near Hell Hole Reservoir.

· Roads and trails associated with Auburn SRA.

· Non-peak season use, particularly uses that involve snow plowing, which adversely impacts roads. 
· Characterize and describe how PCWA accesses facilities during the winter and how this affects public use. 
· Plan for addressing roads used by PCWA that cross private lands.
· Broaden scope of TSP to include all potential Project related roads, even if they are outside the FERC Project boundary.

· Traffic counts should occur all year but do not necessarily need to be intensively conducted year round (e.g. use a combination of methods).
