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Summary of Survey Implementation Procedures
Form A - General Visitor Survey Instrument

Study Area associated with MFP Facilities
1. The General Visitor Survey Instrument (Form A) consists of seven section, as follows:

· Section A-1: Background Information

· Section A-2: Camping at a developed site 

· Section A-3: Day use at a developed site 

· Section A-4: Day use or camping in undeveloped areas 

· Section A-5: Day use along a stream/river 

· Section A-6: Reservoir recreation 

· Section A-7: Reservoir angling 

2. The General Visitor Survey Instrument would be administered at the following types of sites, depending upon the use data:

· Developed Project Recreation Facilities – campgrounds

· Developed Project Recreation Facilities – day use areas including picnic areas, vistas, boat ramps and parking areas
· Dispersed Concentrated Use Areas 

2. Use data collected in 2007 as part of the REC-1 Technical Study Plan (TSP) is currently being tabulated and analyzed.  The results of this effort will be used to determine the over sampling strategy, including:
· The individual sites where surveys will be conducted 
· The number of surveys to be conducted at each site 

3. The surveyor would greet the visitor and would briefly describe the purpose of the survey and format.  The surveyor would then ask the respondent the following question, highlighted in yellow on Form A:

· Did you engage in any of the following activities during your visit?

· Camping at a developed sites 

· Day use at a developed site 

· Day use or camping in undeveloped areas 

· Day use along a stream/river 

· Reservoir recreation 

· Reservoir angling 

4. Based on the answer to this question, the surveyor would determine which of the additional sections the respondent should complete.  The surveyor would then provide the respondent with the appropriate section(s) of the survey and Section A-1, Background Information.  All respondents would be asked to fill out Section A-1: Background Information, and additional sections, as appropriate.   
5. The surveyor would provide the respondent with the appropriate forms to complete and would be available nearby to answer questions, if needed.
6. Upon completion, the surveyor would collect the form, record the survey number, location, and time in a log, and proceed to the next person. 

Study Area associated with ASRA
1. The General Visitor Survey Instrument would be administered at four sites (areas) located within ASRA, as follows:

· Ruck-a-Chucky

· Mammoth Bar

· The Confluence

· Oregon Bar (when operational)

2. The Indian Bar Rafter Access is a Project Recreation Facility and will therefore be surveyed in accordance with the protocols identified under “Study Area associated with Project Facilities”.

3. Use data collected in 2007 as part of the REC-1 Technical Study Plan (TSP) is currently being tabulated and analyzed.  The results of this effort will be used to determine the number of surveys to be completed at each site.

4. All survey respondents would be asked to fill out Section A-1: Background Information.
5. All survey respondents would be asked to fill out Section A-5: Day use along a stream/river.
Form B – Road and Dispersed Use Interview

1. This survey will be administered by interviewing a sub-sample of visitors intercepted as part of the General Visitor Survey. 
2. Use data available from the Forest Service will be used to assist in identifying the percentage of interviews to be completed at each site or within an area.

3. The survey will be administered at following developed Project campgrounds:

· Poppy Campground

· French Meadows Campground

· Gates Group Campground
